How these funds have already impacted the diocese. Keep it tight
· Without the Bp Curates Fund we would not have Nathan Bourne leading St. George’s in Durham and developing a campus ministry at UNH.
· Without funds for Missional Communities The church in Franklin would be closed.
· Without the School for Ministry we would not have a priest at Emmanuel Church in Plymouth, Ashland, and Holderness.
· Without the Ministerial Dev Fund St. Peter’s Londonderry would probably not have a full-time clergy person today.
· Without the Coaching Fund many clergy people would have been sunk by COVID.
